from somewhere you each take turns to 
place a counter in the grid, when you put 

a counter in you have to write the 
coordinate into the box and whoever gets 

4 in a row wins. 

Mymaths not working? Check that you have pop-ups enabled 
 
No internet at home? Use the computers at school 
 
Another way to improve your grades in Maths is to play the games on mymaths. Some 
Year 9 students have reviewed some for you: 
 
I played “How big is your brain”? on mymaths. I thought it was really good because there 
was loads of different numbers with colour boxes around them and every time the colour box 
flashed I had to remember which order it went in. This was quite hard but fun. I managed to 
remember 14 of the numbers when I first started playing but now I can remember 22. 
 

 

 
 
 
My maths game review: 
 
I played 3 played darts and you have to either add or subtract. It is a really good game 
because every time you either get a bust or not enough there is a little red button that says 
play that means if you want to play again. I think this is a good game for someone who 
doesn’t know maths at all, it will help them learn a lot. You get a maximum goes and it really 
helped me when I got stuck. 
 
My review: 
 
I played connect 4 against someone from another school, you had to use coordinates to play 
the game. On my maths the homework is different to normal. You can see the lesson that 
you learnt about and you can see what you have to do for the homework in the lesson.

with the innovative and imaginative proposal to facilitate the course.  The problem in 
recruiting qualified play workers led to the Children’s Play link organisation in developing the 
qualification.  Students were very enthusiastic in taking up this opportunity, supported by 
specialist play schemes for disabled children, Play for All schemes, and Yate Town Council 
schemes. 
 
The Federation Sixth Form will be investigating opportunities to offer play work courses at a 
higher level in future and expect another enthusiastic cohort of students starting the course 
in September 2010.  
 
Dr Gibson, Chief Executive Principal stated “The commitment of these students in gaining 
this certification reflects well on their determination and motivation to broaden their skills 
base.  As a result of this qualification, they are now employable in a range of play work 
organisations.  The Federation is proud of what these students have achieved in this pilot 
programme and look forward to welcoming the next cohort in September 2010”.
